TRANSPORTATION 
Incoming planes land at the San Diego International Airport. Counselors will be at the GATE to greet you and then 
transport you to the University Campus. It is MANDATORY that we know your flight number and arrival time, so 
please  return the transportation information sheet by June 15th.  

- Please plan to arrive Saturday, July 12, 2008 between 9 am and 2pm, Pacific Time.  
- Airport departure  Thursday, July 17, 2008 should be between 9am and noon, Pacific time   

 

HOUSING AND MEALS 
The Youth Rally Chairperson will assign you to a suite and room in the University dorm. You may check in any time 
after 10:00 am on Saturday, July 12th. The housing and meal charges are included in your registration fee. Standard 
housekeeping service will be provided; this includes: linens, pillows, blankets and towels. You will be issued a room 
key for which you will be responsible. This also serves as your meal card for the cafeteria. A $30 fee will be charged 
for lost keys.    YOU will be responsible for the $30 fee charged by the university if your key is lost. 
 

RALLY RULES 
No loud music in the room. No skateboards or inline skates. No tobacco, alcohol or drug use. Curfew: In your room by 
11 pm, lights out by midnight. No one is allowed in the room of a person of the opposite sex. All campers are required 
to meet with a WOC (ET) nurse on day of arrival, abide by all University and Rally rules and attend all programs. If any 
of the Rally Code of Conduct is violated, you will immediately be sent home from the Rally at your parent/guardian’s 
expense. 
 

CLIMATE AND DRESS 
Days will be warm with temperatures ranging from the mid 80s to 90s and nights will be about 10 degrees cooler.  A 
suggested clothing list will be sent later.  If you use crutches, BRING THEM! If you have a wheelchair (even if you 
don’t use it all of the time) BRING IT! PLEASE BE SURE TO PUT YOUR NAME ON ALL ITEMS (mobility or 
electronic, like iPods, cell phones, cameras) so they are not confused with others. 
San Diego is at sea level but the climate is very dry – bring protective sun-screen and be prepared to stay well-
hydrated.  We will have plenty of fluids available, but YOU have to drink them to stay healthy. 
 

DOOR SIGNS 
To get to know each other, we’re asking everybody to bring a name sign for your dorm room door. The sign can be up 
to 12”x18” – no bigger, please. Write your first name on the sign and then decorate around your name to let us know 
who you are and what you like. Be creative. For example, use photographs of yourself and your family. Use images of 
things you like to do – or draw your own. You might describe yourself using the letters in your name.  Be creative and 
use good taste!  PRIZES WILL BE GIVEN FOR THE MOST CREATIVE SIGNS! 
Here are two examples:   AMIE: A=Artistic, M=Musical, I=Independent, E=Everyone’s friend      
                   BEN: B=Brave, E=Energetic, N=Nuts about ____.  
 

ACTIVITIES 
We will be going on an outing two of the camp days (one day to the San Diego Zoo, another day to the beach).  There 
will be a dance on the last night of the Rally. We also have games, crafts, swimming and other sports, and will be able 
to go to a campus bookstore and recreation center
